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There are 4 types of registration:

a) Baby – i.e. new born child of existing patients

b) Child – for a new patient up to but not reaching the age of 11 years

c) Young Patient – from the age of 11 up to the age of 16 years

d) Adult – from the age of 16 years
To register as a patient at the surgery, please:
· Check that you live in our catchment area
· Complete the relevant Patient Registration Form 
· Submit the completed form via our website or 
· bring the completed form into Reception anytime Monday to Friday between 11.00am and 6.00pm. We apologise that we do not accept new patient registrations outside of these times.
· We will check your application form and contact you if we need any further information. 
· Confirm your registration and usual GP: by email if you submitted your registration via our website or in person if you brought your form into the surgery 
To register for on-line access to book/cancel appointments, to order repeat prescriptions, to update contact details and to access your full medical records on-line, please complete the separate on-line access application form available on our website or from reception.
Please note: you will need to visit the surgery, in person, with two forms of identification (originals not copies): 1 x photo (e.g. a passport or driving licence) and 1 x proof of address (e.g. utility bill, tenancy agreement, bank statement, ID card etc) 

We will email your logon details to enable you to create an account with one of the NHS approved on-line services provider. This usually takes about a week.
NHS Organ Donation
The law for organ donation in England has changed. From 20 May 2020 it is considered that you agree to become an organ donor if you are over 18, have not opted out and are not in an excluded group.
